As a homeowner and tax payer in Golden Township living adjacent and to
the west of Woodland Shores (within 300 feet) I am writing this letter. I am
seeking a PAUSE on the Woodland Shores PUD modification where
Breakaway Bay/Woodland Shores wants to add additional cabins and
campsites to the PUD. Simultaneously they are developing a pole barn
community called Dune Locker and marketing it with access through the
same keyhole to Lake Michigan. An immediate PAUSE will allow Township
officials to uncover all the facts and more carefully review the impact this
development will have to the neighborhood and on Lake Michigan.

Furthermore we were never given notice by the township to the public
process evaluating this PUD request. We are adjacent (well within 300
feet) yet never received a letter regarding the zoning request. Prior to
purchasing our home in September 2023 we met with Golden Township
officials specifically to ask about any potential campsite resort expansions.
You told us that we would be notified well before any zoning changes were
made. This did not happen.

In addition we need transparency as it relates to the environmental impact
(water runoff, pollution, traffic), increased pressure on the 250 feet of Lake
Michigan frontage owned by the resort and the safety of residents and
campers who walk or ride near and across Ridge Road. A PAUSE in this
process will allow stakeholders and officials the ability to fully understand
what is happening as a result of this rapidly expanding resort community. It
is having an impact on those of us who live here and treasure this beautiful
natural resource.

It is our mutual responsibility that we get this done wisely and justly. Thank
you in advance for your prudent consideration.
