Greetings:

This letter is in response to the alarming concerns regarding the proposed expansion of building sites that Woodland Shores has asked the Township board to review. on May 5, 2026. Prior to moving  to  4467 North Ridge Road in September 2023, we met with Golden Township officials and were repeatedly told that they would notify us when expansions of Woodland Shores would occur.  To date this has never occurred. It has just come to our attention by neighbors, not Golden Township, that indeed this is occurring in a vote on May 5. 2026.  With this new information, I as a resident/taxpayer of Golden Township and living within 300 feet of the proposed expansion am requesting the Township and Board to pause on this vote until more information and impact of this plan are further reviewed.  Listed are the following reasons for the request. 

1. No notification of the expansion from the Township and Board.
2. How many campsites are proposed and total amount of campsites allowed per Township and community agreements
3. Is EGLE involved due to environmental concerns i.e. water run off and environmental concerns on the land /beach and Lake Michigan?
4. Woodland Shores marketing literature promotes the use of Lake Michigan beach which is 250 feet of use.  This is a grave concern as there is not enough space for the amount of people/high volume which leads to increased pollution on Lake Michigan and beach. 
5. Safety is a concern.  Boats and sea doos are parked in the water in front of swimming areas.    Will there be guards assisting with the safety concerns?  
6. The Woodland Shores marketing states Lake Michigan Ownership.  Is the beach for sale?  

These are reasons I am asking the Golden Township and Board to pause on the  May 5, 2026 vote on the Woodland Shores expansion.  This pause would allow the residents and adjoining neighbors to have the information they need to understand the proposed expansion.
